SERVING:	Treating	others	in	a	way	that	prioritizes	their	needs	over	urs.	–	OTHERS	say	
MP:	Jesus	served,	and	through	His	service	he	taught	us	to	serve.	His	life	was	a	
living	expression	of	self-giving	love,	putting	others	before	Himself.	And	that	
lifestyle	had	the	power	to	change	the	world,	and	still	does	today.	
Philippians	2:3	Do	nothing	from	selfish	ambition	or	conceit,	but	in	humility	count	others	more	
significant	than	yourselves.	4	Let	each	of	you	look	not	only	to	his	own	interests,	but	also	to	the	
interests	of	others.	5	Have	this	mind	among	yourselves,	which	is	yours	in	Christ	Jesus.

We	love	him	because	he	loved	us	and	we	love	others	because	he	loved	us.	
Serving	others	isn’t	a	matter	of	personal	convenience,	it’s	a	matter	of	prioritizing	love.

One	Another	is	a	Reciprocal	Pronoun:	that	expresses	a	mutual	relationship.	Putting	it	
another	way,	reciprocal	pronouns	refer	to	a	situation	where	someone	or	something	
performs	an	action	on	others	and	receives	the	same	action	in	return.

S/A:	Serving	others	changed	our	lives	in	many	ways.	We	realized	that	as	individuals	and	as	a	couple	
we	didn't	need	to	be	the	most	talented	or	the	most	prepared		to	serve	others,	God	simply	requires	a	
heart	willing	to	give	time	with	humility,	respect	and	love,	the	same	love	Jesus	has	for	us	and	He	does	
the	rest.
