WEEK 1

	 (10 min) OPENING PRAYER 
Lord, guide us to use our voices boldly and compassionately to share the good news of Jesus, and help us build 
genuine relationships that reflect Your love and truth.
	 (25 min) TIME TO CONSIDER 
As you’ve had the opportunity to reflect on what God has spoken to you through this week’s lesson, consider these 
questions as a group and discuss them. 

1.     Building Relationships: Can you share a time when you built a meaningful relationship that led to an opportunity 
to share your faith? What made that relationship effective?

2.     Core Desires: What are some core desires or struggles you see in your friends or family, and how can you present 
Jesus as the true fulfillment of those needs?

3.     Personal Testimony: How has your personal testimony of Jesus’ impact on your life resonated with others, and 
how can you share it in a way that feels natural and authentic?

WEEKLY MEMORIZATION VERSES: Matthew 28:18-19 “All authority in heaven and on earth has been given to me. Go 
therefore and make disciples of all nations.”

EXPERIENCING THE SPIRIT TOGETHER: Spend time as a life group praying and discussing the key things that emerge 
from your discussion of this week’s questions. Discuss how you are living as people awakened to God through faith in 
Jesus and how your lives can significantly influence others to follow Christ. Pray sincerely for a widespread spiritual 
awakening in and through our church in Las Vegas and worldwide.

(5 min)  LIVE IT
Remember we need to “Ask, Seek, and Knock” Pray for one person in your life this week with whom you can start 
building a genuine relationship, finding common ground, and looking for opportunities to share your personal 
testimony of faith.
