To walk in alignment means to live, serve, and grow in harmony with God’s design and purpose, both individually
and as a church body. (Theology, Philosophy, Vision, Relationship)

2. Walking Interdependently

Philippians 1:3-5
| thank my God in all my remembrance of you, always in every prayer of mine for you all making my prayer with joy,
because of your partnership in the gospel from the first day until now.

To walk interdependently means to live and function in a way where we rely on one another, rather than being
completely independent or overly dependent.
