     The time had finally come. Humans had become so arrogant that they decided they had evolved beyond God. So, a 
representative from the Society of Naturalists was chosen to tell God He was, unfortunately, no longer needed. The naturalist 
approached God and said, “Sorry to say God, we don’t need you anymore. We can do everything you can. We can create life, 
control weather, and divide atoms. Everything.” God said, “You think so? Let’s have a little contest. If you can create life like I can, 
from dirt, then You’re right. You don’t need me anymore.” “Ok, you’re on!” said the man. He immediately bent down and picked up 
a handful of dirt and started to shape it. “Not so fast.” said God. “Get your own dirt!” 
     While we laugh at the scenario, we can with all seriousness say, God is the only one who can create something from nothing. 
One of the greatest demonstrations of this is in the beautiful story of Jesus turning water to wine. Not only did He create new 
atoms and elements but he formed them into the symbol of joy and the symbol of the new covenant, new wine. This unassuming 
sign abounds with significance concerning who Jesus is and how He touches our lives.
