The Strong Church

What is the church? The church is a diverse people united in faith around the one true God and His Son, Jesus Christ. An 
eternal people, fully functioning, Christ radiating, spiritual gift using, culture transforming, built up, grown up, unified up, 
bound up in love as a force of gospel truth and love in God’s Almighty hand. Yet, the church is often weak in what it should be 
strong in and strong in what it should be weak in. As we begin this sermon series, we pray that we will learn what it means to 
become a strong church.

	 (25 min) TIME TO CONSIDER

1.     As a Life Group, take some time to read John 4:23-24. What does it mean for the church to be strong? And why 
does the church need to be strong?
 
2.    What are some of the characteristics of a strong church that Pastor Derek mentioned on Sunday? 

EXPERIENCING THE SPIRIT TOGETHER: As a Life Group, take the next 15-20 minutes to pray and enter into a time of 
encountering the Holy Spirit. Remove distractions as best you can, and start by acknowledging the presence of God’s 
Holy Spirit among you. Pray that God would show you as a Life Group how you can grow in becoming a strong church.
