
2.     How do you typically invite and allow the Holy Spirit to move in and around you? Are there specific practices or 
habits you’ve found helpful in cultivating this openness?

Leaders:  Take your group through each section: Pray, Reflect, and Reach. Keep in mind the time allowances.  In the Reflect section, 
feel free to focus on several of these questions instead of all as time allows.

Pray with your group to allow the Holy Spirit to invade the empty place and give light to your darkest places.  
As for truth and understanding to become clear for those present and for your loved ones.

REFLECT (25 min)

As you’ve had the opportunity to reflect on what God has spoken to you through the lesson this week, 
consider these questions as a group and discuss them. 

1.     In Genesis 1:2, it mentions that the Spirit of God was hovering over the face of the waters. What do you think this 
imagery symbolizes, and how does it relate to the Holy Spirit’s role in our lives?

Read this together:  Genesis 1:1-4 “In the beginning, God created the heavens and the earth.   The earth was without form and 
void, and darkness was over the face of the deep. And the Spirit of God was hovering over the face of the waters.  And God
said, “Let there be light,” and there was light. 4 And God saw that the light was good. And God separated the light from
the darkness.”
